FY 2011 Accomplishments:  Expansion of the IT Cluster has resulted in an increased enrollment in State POS, including 7 new Cisco Academies.  The expansion of IT also includes an emphasis on Cyber Security.  The Cisco Academy POS was modified in FY2011 to include a new Cyber Security Option within the program, through partnership with CyberWatch.  IT students also participated in:

· CTSO events through FBLA and SkillsUSA
· US Cyber Challenge (4 students scored in the top 25 in the country)

· Cyber Camps at CCBC-Essex and UM-College Park

· Google Computer Science Camp for HS Students at UMBC

FY 2012 Goals:  Continue expansion of the IT Cluster and participation in CTSOs and other competitive events.  CCT plan of work items include:

1. Host statewide IT professional development Summer Institutes - Cisco and Oracle with program affiliate and partners (July 2011);

2. Host statewide IT professional development on MSTA Day with program affiliates and Cyber Security partners (October 2011);

3. Convening SAG and Affiliate to develop new program for Computer Science in partnership with UMBC Google initiative and Towson Affiliate (January 2012);

4. Update NAF MOU to support on-going program development and to establish the CTE Program Affiliate for NAF-AOIT (June 2012);

5. Work with Towson University Affiliate to establish Statewide Articulation agreements for Oracle and Cisco Academies (June 2012).
